Poster Guidelines:

The posters will be accessible digitally during the conference via a QR code and afterwards on the IPM website.  

Please format your poster in the following way:

· Portrait mode

· Arial font >22

· Word count: between 400-900 words (excluding references)

· Please include all authors, any institutional affiliations and relevant logos and the date and title of the conference. 

· Please ensure that all sources are referenced appropriately using Harvard referencing. 

Do not overcrowd your poster and focus on the key messages. We would encourage the use of images and graphics to keep your poster as engaging as possible. 

Send in as a pdf document (for electronic distribution) IPM via training@ipm.org  by 12pm on 2nd March 2025. 

Please note, if you are accepted you or one of the authors will need to attend the ASM. There are no funded places for the ASM. 
Your posters may be selected for an oral presentation; you will be informed of this by 6th March 2025.

Oral presentations will be delivered on Friday 21st March in the afternoon.
