VANCOUVER GUIDELINES

As laid down by the International Committee of Medical Journal Editors (Vancouver Committee), previously The Vancouver Group.
The Vancouver reference system, commonly used in medical and biological journals, adopts a style whereby references are numbered consecutively in the order that they appear in the text using superscript and listed in this order at the end of the article. 
Format for a book:
Author1 Surname Initial, Author 2 Surname Initial. Title of Book. Edition if not first. 



Place of publication: Publisher; year of publication.
Examples
1 Winnicott DW. Human Nature. London: Free Association Books; 1988.
2 McCarthy J, Toksvig S. Island race. London: BBC Books; 1995.
Format for a journal:
Author1 Surname Initial, Author2 Surname Initial. Title of article. Title of Journal and year of publication; volume number(issue number):page numbers of article.
For electronic articles as above but add the URL and date accessed in parentheses after.
Examples
1 Thexton R. Yet another look at non-ejaculation. IPMJ 2000 May;24:12-13.
2 Arrami M, Garner H. A tale of two citations. Nature 2008;451(7177): 397-9.

A bibliography is a separate list from the reference list and should be arranged alphabetically by author or title (where no author is given) in the Vancouver style. A bibliography lists sources not cited in the text but which are relevant to the subject and were used for background reading.
